The following material was developed by the CC1 ENUM LLC TAC during the course of preparing the Tier 1B Technical and Operational Requirements.  It was agreed to send this material to the ENUM LLC along with the Tier 1B Requirements document.  

Registry/Registrar Agreements: Suggested Terms & Conditions
Tier 1B Registry – ENUM Registrar’s Agreement (Defined by contracting entity and embodied in an agreement)

Tier 1B will develop the registrar accreditation and registrar agreement process, subject to the approval of the ENUM LLC and the appropriate regulatory authority. (Suggestions to be captured in Appendix 1)

Further Considerations for RFP Development  

· Bidders need to address how they will comply with privacy and other regulations (ContactInfo) where they either store the data or if required where the data is originated. Example – CA privacy regulations differ from other states. (Place at end of old Section 5.4.6)

· System ready date – for vendor implementation timeline end point, and will also be the start of the Beta period, which will need to be determined in order to identify commercial start date.

· Turn up testing timeline / requirements for registrars and integration into system ready timeline process (See Section 5.8/5.9)

· Need to have vendor notified that they need to prepare and be compliant with future relevant standards and national legal/regulatory obligations.  When new standard published, vendor needs to notify LLC and present and implementation plan within 30 days of that notification. Move to Section 2 References

· Need to specify / outline future system change management process for bidder

· Need agreement technical details developed for the following:

Tier 1A Registry – CC1 ENUM LLC Agreement

Tier 1B Registry US portions of the NANP – CC1 ENUM LLC Agreement for the US

Tier 1B Registry all other NANP Countries – Party to be determined by each NANP country

[Infrastructure ENUM issues are TBD]

Editor’s Note:  Need contributions on Registry Database and SRS sections to clarify functionality and requirements
(Editor’s Note – bidders to respond with details on physical facilities that will be provided to support SLR’s)

(Editors Note: Physical location of the Tier 1B facilities must be within a NANP member country’s borders.) 

Editor’s Note: Need to address Geographic and network diversity requirements and tie it to SLRs.  Network diversity is more important that geographic distribution.

Acton Item: Effective dates for registrations (thick registry model) Need information on the effective end date, start stop dates or what is the length of registration period

Transaction Signatures (TSIG), as described in RFC 2845, will be used for any/all data transmission between ENUM Tier 1B Registry and Tier 2 nameservers. (Note need to ensure TSIG is addressed in new provisioning section) (Need to review to determine if needed in Section 8.1 – Interface Section and need to capture RFC in Section 2.0 References at minimum)
· Raw Throughput supported (e.g., queries per second)

· Valid throughput (e.g., valid queries & responses per second)

· Invalid throughput (e.g., how many invalid queries/second without affecting valid operation)

Need to consider how to handle full caching of Tier 1B zone file for the purpose of network optimization – how would the Tier 1B registry operator make that data available and under what terms and conditions.
